DEFENDANTS-APPELLANTS’ MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME

conferred with opposing counsel and represent that Plaintiff-Appellee does not
oppose this motion.

On September 23, 2025, this Court entered an order in the following cases:

Exec. Off. of the Pres., No. 25-5277; Susman Godfrey LLP v. Exec. Off. of the
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Pres., No. 25-5310. The Court directed the parties to file motions to govern further
proceedings in these cases within 30 days of the date of the order.

On October 6, 2025, Defendants-Appellants moved for a stay of the Court’s
order in light of the lapse in appropriations.

On October 8, 2025, this Court ordered that the motions be granted and that
these cases be held in abeyance pending further order of the Court. The Court
further directed the parties to comply with the Court’s order filed September 23,
2025, within 30 days of the date that appropriations are restored and the
Department of Justice attorneys are permitted to resume their usual civil litigation
functions.

Appellants therefore respectfully move this Court to provide a 45-day extension of
time to respond to the Court’s order dated October 8, 2025, directing the parties to
