
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

PARTIES:

The Partres to this Memorandum of Understandrng ("MOU" or "Agreement") are Lenape
Entertarnment, LLC, (herernaftet "Lenape"), a tribally-chartered company under the laws of the Delaware
Nation and whol1y owned by the Delaware Nation, a federally-recogmzed Indian Tribe; the Town of Hinton,
Oldahoma, (hereinafter "Hinton"); and the Hinton Public \X/orks Authority ("HP\)(A").

RE,CITALS:

1'. The Delaware Nation is a federally-recognized Indian tribe and a sovereign nation. It owns
20 acres of trust propetty located within the boundades of the Town of Hinton. Such property is held in
trrrst by the United States of America fot the Delaware Nation and is within "Indian Country" as defined by
federal law and, as such, is not within the jurisdiction of the State of Oklahoma. The Delaware Nation also
owns 89 acres of adjoining land that is not hetd in ftust by the United States of America for the Delaware
Nation.

2. The Delaware Nation, through its governing body, the Executive Comnrittee, has delegated
the use of the 2}-acre trust property and the adjoining 89 acres owned by the Delaware Nation to its
entertainment company, Lenape, for the pur?oses of economic development by Resolution 2011-151 .

3. The governing body of the Town of Hinton is the Town Board of Trustees. Fire protection
fot the citizens of the Town of Hinton is provided by the Hinton Volunteer Fte Department ("HVFD").
Police protection is provided by the Hinton Police Department ("HPD"). \Water and sewer serwices are
provided to the citizens of the Town of Hinton by the Hinton Public \X/orks Authority ("HPWA"), a public
trust formed under the laws of the State of Oklahoma for the benefit of the Town of Hrnton.

4' Lenape, Hinton, and HPWA have enjoyed a mutually beneficial workrng relationsirip since
the parties'initial Memorandum of Understanding datedJuly 25,2012. The parties wish to contjnue working
together toward their mutual goals and to memorialize their ongoing cooperation and understanding through
this new Agreement.

5. Lenape requires'water, sewer, fire protectron, and police services to support Casino Ok/ahoma,
its gamtng faciJity which is in operation on the 2}-acre parcel of ftust properry. The gaming floor within the
gaming faclJtty spans approximately 21,000 square feet. The gaming facltry operates seven (7) days per week.

6. Approximately 350 people paftonlze Casino Oklahona each day. That number is much less
than anticipated per rhe 2010 feasibility study commissioned by the Delaware Nation. Though market share
growth is hopeful, it is uncettajn if the actual number of patrons will ever meet or exceed the feasibility study
given the cutrent state of the economy and the exponential growth of Indian garning rn Oldahoma.

7. Regardless, the Delaware Nation is confident the Town of Hinton wjll continue to derive
substantial economic benefit fiom the operation of the gaming facitty,including but not limited to the local
tax tevenue received from employees working at the facility. At the present tsme, Casino Oklahona employs
approximately 95 people. If operations at Casino Oklahonajncrease in the future, the number of employees
is also likely to jncrease.

AGREEME,NT:

B. Authorit,v. The Pattres have the authority to enter into *us MOU and agree that no
permission of any othet enuty is needed in order to execute this MOU, nor is this MOU in contravention
of any law or other enforceable agreement of any kind.
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9. Recitais. The Recitals set out above are integral and essential to the Parties'aqreement. The
Recitals are hereby incorporated and fully made a patt of the Agreement.

1 0. Fire Ptotection. Hinton will continue to extend fue protecti on to Casino O klahomaby way of
the HVFD rn the same manner and at the same rate as local .ommercial properties in and near the Town
receiving such services. Lenape expressly recognizes that HVFD is volunteei only and HVF'D makes no
promises or guarantees of services. HVFD will provide emergency protection seryices to the Lenape gaming
facitq in accordance with HVFD's poJicies and procedures and as allowed by iaw.

1'1. Poliqe Protection. Lenape ptovides its own private security on Casino Oklahonapremises but
acknowledges that the HPD may be required by state and federal law to investigate crimes commrtted by
non-Indians on trust property and to handle any calls on non-trust property. Upon fequest by Lenape, and
to the extent possible under the circumstances, HPD will provide emergency prot..tion und support J"r.ri."s
to Casino Oklahoma in accordance with HPD's policies and procedures and .s allowed by law.-Lenape and
Hinton will cooperate to evaluate the need for cross-deputization or other intergovernrlental agreJments
among law enforcement personnel.

1'2. Ambulance Service, Ambulance and elnergency medical sewices within Hinton and the
nearby ateas are provided by the Sugar Creek Ambulance Service ("SCAS"), an entity not associated wrth
the Town of Hinton. At the tirne of this Agreement, Hinton supports SCAS by providing headquarters in
Hinton's fue station ar'dvia payment of a monthly stipend to SCAS. Hinton ini"nar to cJntinue providing
the same or similar support so that an emergency medical sewices are teadtiry available to the .itizens of
Hinton and surrounding areas, includrng Casino Oklahoma. Lenape recognizes, however, that Hinton does
not own or control SCAS and cannot guatantee that such service wili continue indefinitely or will continue
at a cettatnlevel.

1'3. !7ater and Sewer Serwice. HP!7A currently provide water and sewer utility sewices to Casino
O k/aboma at the same rate andunder the same conditions as the same serwices are provided to others sirlilarly
situated. Lenape agrees to pay fot such services jn accordance with HP\X/A's poli.i". and procedures and
the Ordinances of the Town of Hinton. Lenape acknowledges that, should L.nape fail to r.il, puy*ent on
or befote the date payment is due, HP\7A will be entrtled to terminate said ,"*i.., rn the same manner as
any other Hrnton customer. HP\fA agrees that, as long as Lenape pays all amounts due rn connection with
water and sewer utility sewices and the Parties are working together in good faith, HPWA will continue to
provide water and sewer lrtiliry setwices to Casino Oklahoma, even after the expirauon or non-renewal of this
Agreement

1,4. Facility Licensrng and Inspection. Lenape agrees to provide Town/Hp\X/A with a copy of
the Facility License each yeat: that ensures that all health and safety inspections have been met as r"q,rir"d
by federal and tribal law in order to operate the gaming establishment. Lenape agrees to assist Hp\X/A with
regard to any reasonable request concerning any sewage/plumbing .or."m, and will provide its own
inspection at its own cost Pursuant to its gaming ordinance and appltcable federal law.

15. Consideration to the Town. In recognition of the support, both tangible and intangible,
provided to Lenape by the Town and HPWA, Lenape will pay $40,000.00 to be deposited in the To-Jn of
Hinton's Genetal Fund upon the execution of this Agreement. Thereafter, Lenape^wjll make payments of
$40,000.00 on or before June 30 of each year, beginning June 30, 2019 , and the final payment ln or before
June 30,2023.

16. Infrastr-ucture ExPansion and Imorovement. The Parties acknowledge there exists a need for
expansion and improvement of the Town/HP\X/A's infrasftucture, including r"-ug" lagoon capaciqr. The
sewage lagoon which serves fhe area in which the land owned by Delaware Nation is located is at or near
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f'a'17 capaciq as of the date of this Agreement. Lenape agrees to cooperate in providrn g

necessaly to Hinton in the Town's development of aninfrastructur. iitrprorr"m.nt plrn.-Lenape will assrst
the Town by providin g tn any information the Town needs to support grant appltiation(s) r"iuting to rhe
sewage lagoons ot other infrastructure which may benefit Lenape iia/"t C""mobkhho111u.
