1. As a condition of supervised release, upon completion of the defendant’s term of imprisonment, the defendant is to be
surrendered to a duly authorized immigration official of the Department of Homeland Security United States Immigration
and Customs Enforcement for a deportation review in accordance with established procedures provided by the
Immigration and Nationality Act, 8 U.S.C. 1101 et seq. As a further condition of supervised release, if removed or ordered
deported, the defendant shall remain outside the United States.

In the unlikely event the defendant is not removed from the United States after service of his sentence, the following additional
special conditions is imposed:

2. The defendant shall provide the Probation Office access to any requested financial information.

3. Although mandatory drug testing is waived pursuant to 18 U.S.C. §3563(a)(4), defendant must remain drug free, and his
probation officer may require random drug testing at any time and if positive must comply with any testing and/or
treatment as directed by the Probation Office
